Dos, Don’ts and Extras...

The Hall is a scheduled
monument and listed historic
building. Any restrictions
placed on your hire are to
protect the Hall for the
future.

Stilettos. Shoes with heels
smaller than a 5p or metal
tips are not permitted. They
pose a risk to the ancient
wooden floor and your
health and safety. If in doubt
you can purchase plastic
heel caps that
temporarily
widen the
heel- which
will protect the
floor and
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yourself. Larger heels are
welcome!

Confetti, glitter, rice or
rose petals. These are
almost impossible to clean
out of intricate woodwork of
the Hall and Garden and are
not permitted.

Decorations. The Hall is
already a beautiful place, but
if you'd like to bring in
additional decorations, they
must be based on tables or
freestanding. No items are
permitted to be tacked to the
walls or wooden beams of
the Hall.

Smoking. Is not permitted in
the Hall, only in designated
areas in the courtyard.
